Withdraw from the Project: The Board authorizes the Executive Director to execute the
Amended and Restated Third Phase Agreement with NCPA and withdraw from the
geothermal project. The Port would continue to acquire electricity from the wholesale
market with greater risk of power price volatility. The Port would also lose the opportunity
to support its sustainability goals, hinder its ability to reach the 20% renewable energy goal.

The Board authorizes the Executive Director to execute the Amended and Restated Third
Phase Agreement with NCPA and continue participation in the geothermal project at the
same 1% participation level. This would allow the Port to provide renewable energy,
promote sustainability goals of the Port, help the Port reach the 20% renewable energy
goal, and better control the Port’s future energy costs.

The Board authorizes the Executive Director to execute the Amended and Restated Third
Phase Agreement with NCPA and increase participation to 4% of plant output from 1%.
This would allow the Port to provide a higher percentage of renewable energy, promote
sustainability goals for the Port, be within reach of the Port's minimum 20% renewable
energy goal, and better control the Port’s future energy costs. This is the recommended
option.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Board authorize the Executive Director to execute the Amended
and Restated Third Phase Agreement with the Northern California Power Agency from the
New Western GeoPower, Inc., Geothermal Power Plant at the Geysers in Sonoma County,
and increase participation to 4% of plant output from 1%, for an annual amount not to exceed
$1.2 Million starting in December 2011.

PORT ORDINANCE 4109

ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF
A LEASE WITH OAKLAND AVIATION MUSEUM.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners (“Board”) of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. The Board hereby approves and authorizes execution of
a Lease between the Port and OAKLAND AVIATION MUSEUM, a California non-
profit public benefit corporation, as Lessee, for approximately 93,122
square feet of unpaved and partially paved land, and 29,477 square
feet of shop quality space in and around Port Building L-621, Oakland,
California for a term not to exceed five (5) years and containing the
terms and conditions as more fully set forth in Agenda Report Item
A-1, dated September 15, 2009, and upon such standard terms and
conditions as specified in the Lease and approved by the Executive
Director and the Port Attorney as to form and legality.

Section 2. The Board further finds that the Lease will be for a
qualifying aviation museum under the Federal Aviation Administration’s
“policy and Procedures Concerning the Use of Airport Revenues” and
that the museum will provide tangible and intangible benefits to the
Airport.

Section 3. The Executive Director is hereby authorized to execute
said Lease.

Section 4. The Board hereby finds and determines that this
project has been determined to be categorically exempt from require-
ments of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the Port
CEQA Guidelines pursuant to Class 1 of Guidelines Section 15301 (p) .
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Section 5. This ordinance is not evidence of and does not create
or constitute (a) a contract, agreement or the grant of any right,
entitlement or property interest, or (b) any obligation or liability on
the part of the Board or any officer or employee of the Board. This
ordinance approves and authorizes the execution of said Lease in
accordance with the terms of this ordinance. Unless and until a
separate written Lease is duly executed on behalf of the Board as
authorized by this ordinance, is signed and approved as to form and
legality by the Port Attorney, and is delivered to Lessee, there shall
be no valid or effective Lease.

Section 6. This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days from
and after its final adoption.

PORT ORDINANCE 4110

ORDINANCE AMENDING PORT ORDINANCE NO. 3830, AS
AMENDED, FIXING CERTAIN PROMOTIONAL AND
DISCOUNT PARKING RATES IN CERTAIN OF THE PORT’S
PUBLIC AUTOMOBILE PARKING FACILITIES AT
METROPOLITAN OAKLAND INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners of the City of Oakland as detailed

below as follows:

Section 1. The following discount and promotional rates, in Port Ordinance No. 3830, as
amended, may be established from time to time by the Executive Director or the Director of Aviation for
vehicles using the Port’s public automobile parking facilities at the Airport, as set forth in Agenda Report
Item A-4 dated September 15, 2009. The Executive Director or the Director of Aviation may also take
such actions as may be necessary to implement the promotional and discount programs as they deem to be
appropriate. The rate may include or exclude the City of Oakland parking user tax, as noted below, which
is 18.5% as of January 1, 2005. These provisions are in addition to those adopted by Port Ordinance

4096.

With a qualifying coupon/insert and a minimum 3-day (24 hours per day) stay in
the Valet Park, Hourly or Daily Lot, the rate for the third 24-hour period is $0.00.

With a qualifying coupon, the rate for a minimum stay of not less than 24 hours
in the Valet Park, Hourly or Daily Lot (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking
tax) shall be a rate that is $5.00 lower than the rate that would otherwise be
charged under this Ordinance, provided that the rate shall not be reduced below
$0.00.

With a qualifying coupon, the rate for a minimum stay of not less than 24 hours
in the Valet Park, Hourly or Daily Lot (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking
tax) shall be a rate that is $10.00 lower than the rate that would otherwise be
charged under this Ordinance, provided that the rate shall not be reduced below
$0.00. '

With a qualifying coupon, the established rate for the Valet Park or the Hourly
Lot shall be the rate otherwise established under this Ordinance for the Daily Lot
(exclusive of the City of Oakland parking tax).

With a qualifying coupon and a minimum of a five day consecutive stay in the
Valet Park, Hourly or Daily Lot, the rate for the fourth and fifth 24 hour day is
$0.00.

When a receipt from an off-Airport parking lot within a 7 mile radius of the
Airport boundary and dated not more than six months from the date of parking in
the Airport facilities is presented, the rate (inclusive of the City of Oakland
parking tax) for Valet Park, Hourly or Daily Lot shall be a rate that is $10.00
lower, per each 24 hour period than the rate that would otherwise be charged
under this Ordinance, regardless of the number of days a vehicle is parked.

The rate (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking tax) for Valet Park for five

consecutive days/24 hour day periods, with no in and out privileges, shall be
$145.00.

The rate (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking tax) for Valet Park for four

consecutive days/24 hour day periods, with no in and out privileges, shall be
$135.00.

The rate (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking tax) for the Daily Lot for (a)
five consecutive days/24 hour day periods, with no in and out privileges, shall be
$80.00, and (b) four consecutive days/24 hour day periods, with no in and out
privileges, and the rate for the sixth and seventh consecutive days, with no in and
out privileges, shall be $0.00.

The rate (inclusive of the City of Oakland parking tax) for the Hourly or Premier
Lot for (a) five consecutive days/24 hour day periods shall be between $120 to
$135, and (b) four consecutive days/24 hour day periods shall be between $110
to $120, in each case with no in and out privileges.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this ‘Ordinance, all other rates remain
