PORT ORDINANCE NO. 4124

ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF
AN AMENDMENT TO LEASE WITH DASL LLC.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners of the City of
Oakland as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Port Commissioners ("Board") hereby
approves and authorizes execution of a third supplemental agreement
("Amendment") to that certain Lease between the Port and DASL LLC, as
Lessee, dated September 11, 1974, for 1) two 5 year options to extend
their lease term upon the rental terms described in Agenda Report No.
C-1, dated April 6, 2010 ("Agenda Report"); and 2) provide the Port
wi th a right of first offer to purchase the Cost Plus parcel in the
event DASL LLC decides to sell, and as more fully set forth in said
Agenda Report.

Section 2. The Executive Director is hereby authorized to execute
said Amendment.

Unless and until a
separate written Amendment is duly executed on behalf of the Board as
authorized by this ordinance, is signed and approved as to form and
legality by the Port Attorney, and is delivered to Lessee, there shall
be no valid or effective Amendment.
