(g) conform to applicable laws and regulations;

(h) comply with assurances made under the Port's grant agreements with the federal
government including without limitation assurance number 22(f) with regard to self fueling;

(i) preclude the granting of an exclusive right to prov1de an aeronautical service in violation
of federal law; and -

(i) promote opportunities for Operators to provide aeronautical services at the Airport on fair
- and reasonable terms, without unjust economic discrimination.

(3) The Minimum Standards are intended to be the threshold entry and on-going service
requirements for those persons seeking to provide aeronautical services at the Airport to the
public, and are intended to apply objectively and without unjust dlscnmlnatlon to all similarly
situated on-Airport Operators.

(4) The requirement that all Operators at the Airport meet the Minimum Standards i is in the pubhc
interest.

(6) The Minimum Standards are based  upon the conditions currently existing at the Airport, the
existing and planned facilities at the Airport, and the current and future aviation role of the
Airport.

(6) The application of these Minimum Standards, including the minimum levels of service that
must be offered by Operators, relates primarily to the public interest in discouraging
substandard service providers, thereby preserving the financial integrity of Airport
‘businesses and protecting Airport patrons.

(7) It is the policy of the Port to extend the opportunity to provide an aeronautical service at the
Airport to any person meeting the Minimum Standards, as they may be amended from time
to time, for that service, subject to the avallablllty of suitable space at the Airport to conduct
.such activities.

BUDGET & FINANCIAL IMPACT

Adoption of the proposed Minimum Standards is not expected to have a financial impact on the
Port. :

STAFFING IMPACT

There will be no change in Port staffing as a result of adopting the proposed Minimum Standards.

SUSTAINABILITY

The Minimum Standards are a mechanism to ensure that the Port's standards and ordinances
involving sustainability are enforced. For example, all fueling activities performed by the FBO’s
must incorporate best management practices to ensure that fueling equipment is installed and
operated in a safe manner. Also, spill response equipment shall be available during all fueling
activities to address any spills that may occur.
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ENVIRONMENTAL

CEQA Determination

Adoption of the Port Ordinance establishing the Minimum Standards is exempt from the
requirements of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines
Section 15301 (Existing Facilities). CEQA does not apply to the operation, repair, maintenance,
permitting, leasing, licensing or minor alteration of existing public or private structures, facilities,
mechanical equipment, or topographical features, involving negligible or no expansion of use
beyond that existing at the time of the lead agency’s determination.

The adoption .of the Minimum Standards is also exempt from CEQA requirements pursuant to
CEQA Guidelines Section 15061(b)(3), which exempts a project from CEQA when it can be seen
with certainty that there is no possibility that the proposed actIVIty may have a srgmﬁcant effect on
the environment.

Environmental Compliance

" The adoption of the Minimum Standards will not disturb or impact soil, groundwater or water
quality. The Ordinance will require all persons fo comply with all environmental matters as listed in
the Minimum Standards _ -

Mitigation

No construction activities will occur as a result of the adoption of the Minimum Standards. This
Ordinance will not have -any significant impacts to- the environment therefore no mitigation
measures are required. . '

Related Plans and Policies

This project does not require mltlgatlon measures therefore there are no related or adopted plans
for this project.

' MARITIME AND AVIATtON PROJECT LABOR AGREEMENT (MAPLA)

The matters contained in this Agenda Report do not fall within the scope of the Port of Oakland
Maritime and-Aviation Project Labor Agreement (MAPLA) and the provisions of the MAPLA do not
apply to this work.

OWNER CONTROLLED INSURANCE PROGRAM (OCIP)

The Owner Controlled Insurance Program does not apply to the Minimum Standards. The
Minimum Standards include minimum insurance coverages and limits for all Operators and Self
Fuelers at the North Field. :

GENERAL PLAN

This action does not meet the definition of “project” under the City of Oakland General Plan, and no
conformity determination is required. ‘
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LIVING WAGE

Neither the Port's Living Wage Ordinance (Port Ordinance No. 3666) nor the living wage
requirements set forth in Section 728 of the Charter of the City of Oakland apply to- this action
because the action requested is not for a “Port Contract” as defined by the Port Ordlnance No

3666 and Charter 728.
OPTIONS

1. Approve the Proposed Findings and the Ordinance regarding Minimum Standards for Providers
of Aeronautical Services and Self Fueling the North Airport of Oakland International Airport.

Staff recommends this option for the reasons stated in this Agenda Report.
2. Direct staff to alter the proposed Minimum Standards.

Already having revised the Minimum Standérds, to respond to input from stakeholders without
adversely impacting the Port's interests, staff recommends that the Minimum Standards be

adopted as proposed.
3. Do not accept the proposed Minimum Standards.

Staff does not recommend this option as it would continue outdated, inflexible and incomplete
Aeronautical services criteria now contained in a nearly 30-year old lease.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Board give first reading to a Port Ordinance approving the
aforementioned Minimum Standards for Providers of Aeronautical Services and Self Fueling at the
North Field of Oakland International Airport.

The following is a brief outlook on major local, state and federal legislative, funding, and
advocacy issues that will take place during the upcoming year that the Governmental Affairs
Department continues to monitor and engage as appropriate:

» Continue to press forward on the need to have the Corps reimburse Port for
overpayments on -42 Dredging Project, including reprogramming in current fiscal year.

The following report provides a very brief summary of the priority activities undertaken
over the last 3-month period (February through April 2010) and gives an overview of
expected activities in the upcoming quarter. In addition, attached is a summary of the
status of our overall legislative advocacy program.

FEDERAL
1) Appropriations

February - April 2010

e -50 Ft Dredging (Construction and Operations & Maintenance), Airport Perimeter
Dike were submitted to Senators Boxer and Feinstein and Representatives Lee
and Stark

e The -42 Foot Repayment:

o Port staff continues to work with the Senate and House Appropriations’
Committees as well as our congressional delegation to ensure that $2.1
million of the $4.3 million -50 ft funding, is designated as repayment for the
-42 ft. project.

o Port staff presented conference language to be included in the Energy &
Water bill.

e Monitored submittal by Members of Congress to Appropriations committee to
ensure full requests were submitted.

e Cal State University Council on Ocean Affairs, Science & Technology

' o Wrote letter to CA Senators in support of funding.

Next Steps

-42 Foot Repayment: Continue efforts to shore up support for language to be placed in
Appropriations Bill to re-designate funding for the repayment.

-50 Foot & Airport Perimeter Dike requests: Continue to monitor and support efforts to
ensure inclusion in final appropriations bill.

Testifying before Senate Environmental and Public Works (EPW) Committee: Port staff
prepared President Uno to testify before the EPW Committee on May 6", Staff
prepared testimony and other documentation to assist in the effort and accompanied
Commissioner Uno to DC.

Meeting with EPW Staff: President Uno and Port staff met with Sen. Boxer's staff to
promote WRDA request for airport perimeter levee project.

Meeting with Governor's DC office: President Uno and Port staff met with Gov.
Schwarzenegger’s DC office to discuss support for the Port’s priorities.

Working
on increasing from President’s request from $60 million to $100 million.

Lee’s office and others in the
delegation to send letter in support of reprogramming $2.1 million.

WRDA: Met with EPW staff and are exploring possible credit from Operations &
Maintenance match for reimbursement.
9) West Coast Ports Collaboration

February - April 2010

Port staff is in continuous contact with other West Coast Ports and railroads.

Department of Commerce: Jointly met with Port of Tacoma and staff at Department of
Commerce to discuss setting regional meetings focusing on the importance of
improving the supply chain.
