








































































































15146. CONTENTS OF FINAL ENVIRONMENTAL 1, PACT REPORT.

(a) The final SIR shall consist of:

(1) The draft EIR or a revision of the draft;

(2) Comments and recommendationsi=eceived on the draft SIR either
verbatim or in Sumnary;

(3) A list of persons, organizations and public agencies commenting
on the draft SIR; and

(4) The response of the Port to significant environmental points raised
in the review and consultation process.

(b) The response of the Port to comments received may take the form of a.
revision of the draft EIR , may be an attachment to the draft SIR, or
may be incorporated together with. comments in an additional document.
The response shall describe the disposition of significant environmental
issues raised (e.g. revisions to the proposed project to mitigate anti-

- cipated impacts or objections). In particular the major issues raised
when the Port's position is at variance with recamnendations and objec-
tions raised in the comments shall be addressed in detail giving reasons
why specific comments and suggestions were not accepted, and factors
'of overriding importance warranting an override of the suggestions.

15147. DEGREE OF SPECIFICITY. The degree of specificity required. in an FIR will
correspond to the degree of specificity involved in the underlying activity
which is described in the SIR.

(a) An EIR on a construction project will necessarily be more detailed in
the specific effects of the project than will be an SIR on the adoption
of a local general plan or a master plan (such as an Airport Master Plan)
or comprehensive zoning ordinance because the effects of the construction
-can be predicted with greater accuracy.

(b) An EIR on projects such. as the adoption or amendment of a comprehensive
zoning ordinance, a local general plan, or a master plan (such as an
AirportIlaterPlan), should focus on the secondary effects that can be:
expected to follow from the adoption, but the SIR need not be as detailed
as an EIR on the specific construction projects that might follow.

15148. EIR  AS PART OF GENERAL OR MASTER PLAN.

(a) The requirements for an EIR on a local general or master plan, element
or-amendment thereof will be satisfied by the general plan, master plan

sor element document, and no separate EIR will be required if:

(1) The general or master plan addresses all the points required to be
in an EIR by Article 9 of these Guidelines; and

(2) .The document contains a special section or a cover sheet identifying
where the general or master plan document addresses each of the
points required.	 -

(b) (not used)

15149. INCORPORATION BY REFERENCE.

(a) An SIR may incorporate by reference all or portions of another document
which is a matter of public record or is generally available to the
public. hhere all or ,part of another document is incorporated by refer-
ence, the incorporated language shall be considered to be set forth in
full as part of the text of the EIR.



(b) Where part of another document is incorporated by reference, such other
document shall be made available to the public for inspection at a
public place or public bHolding. The EIR shall. state where the incorpor-
ated documents will be available for inspection.

(c) Where an EIR used incorporation by reference, the incorporated part of
the referenced. document shall be briefly summarized where possible or

• briefly described if the data or information cannot be summarized.
relationship between the incorporated part of the referenced document
and the EIR shall be described.

15150. STANDARDS FOR ADEQUACY OF AN EIR.  An EIR should be prepared with a sufficient
degree of analysis to provide the Port with information which enables it to

• make a decision which intelligently takes account of environmental consequen-
ces. An evaluation of the environmental effects of a proposed project need
not be -exhaustive, but the sufficiency of an EIR is to be reviewed. in the
light of what is reasonably feasible. Disagreement among experts does not
make an EIR inadequate. The courts have looked not for perfection but for
adequacy, completeness, and a good faith effort at full disclosure.



ARTICLE 10. EVALUATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORTS AND NEGATIVE DECLARATIONS.

15160. ADEQUATE TL\IE  FOR REVIEW AND COi■MENT. The Fort shall provide adequate time
for other public agencies and members of the public to review and co. event
on an EIR or Negative Declaration that it has prepared. The Chief Engineer
may determine that due to the unusual scope or complexity or_a proposed
project, additional time for submittal of comments may be granted. In
addition, any person consulted may request a reasonable extension of time
within which to review and submit comments on draft E1R or Negative Deciar-
ation. The Chief Engineer may grant , such requests in consideration of the
period requested, the nature of the proposed project and the review require-
ments of the person requesting an extension.

(a) The Chief Engineer shall establish the period of time for review of
draft EIRs and Negative Declarations and submission of comments thereto,
and the public and the persons described in Sections 15085(b) and (d)
of these Guidelines shall be-notified of such review period.

(h) In setting time periods for review, the Chief Engineer shall give
consideration to the Port's obligation to obtain comments from public •.
agencies having jurisdiction by law with respect to the project and
to the policy favoring public participation.

(c) In order to provide sufficient time for public review, review periods
for draftEIRs should be not. less than 30 days nor longer than 90
days except in unusual situations. In most cases review periods for
•draftEIRs will be 30 days and for Negative Declarations will he 21
days. The review period for draft EIRs for which a state agency
is the Lead Agency or a Responsible Agency shall be at least 45 days
unless a shorter period is approved by the State Clearinghouse.

(d) A review period for an EIR or Negative Declaration does not require
a halt in other planning activities related to a project. Planning
should continue in conjunction with environmental evaluation,

15160.5. PURPOSE OF REVIEW. The legally required preparation, review and comment
procedures for environmental docuflents provide the opportunity for citi-
zens, all professional disciplines and public agencies to evaluate
critically the environmental document and the manner in which technical
data are used.

15161. REVIEW OF ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT  REPORTS AND NEGATIVE DECLARATIONS.

(a) The Chief Engineer shall be in charge of the distribution, for review
and comment,for EIRs and Ne g ative Declarations which Lead Agencies
submit to the Port. He shall also compile any comments which the Port
may have and forward them to the Lead Agency.

(b) The Port shall compile and maintain a listing of other agencies which
have jurisdiction by law and/or special expertise with respect to
various projects and project locations, to he used as a. guide in deter-
mining which agencies should be consulted with regard to a particular
project.

(c) In reviewing EIRs • and Negative Declarations submitted by Lead
Agencies, the Port should focus on the sufficiency of the EIR or
Negative Declaration in discussing possible impacts upon the envir-
onment, ways in which adverse effects might be minimized, and
alternatives to the project, in light of the intent of CEQA to
provide decision-makers with useful information about such factors.
The Chief Engineer in reviewing the projects should explain the
basis for comments, and whenever possible, should submit data or
references in support of such comments.

(d) Upon completion of reviewing an EIR or Negative Declaration, the
Chief Engineer shall supply the Lead Agency with the name of a con-
tact person who is available for later consultation should this

prove necessary.
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15161.5. REVIEW BY STATE AGENCIES.

(a) EIRs and Negative.Declaration to he reviewed by state agencies shall
be submitted to the State Clearinghouse, 1400 Tenth Street, Sacra-
mento, California 95814.

(b) The following environmental documents shall be submitted. to the State
Clearinghouse for review by'state agencies:

(1) (not used)

(2) Draft EIRs- and Negative Declarations prepared by the Port where a
state agency is a responsible agency or otherwise has jurisdiction
by law.with respect to the project; and

(3) Draft EIRs and Negative Declarations prepared pursuant to NEPA,
the federal Guidelines (Title 40 CFR, Part 1500, commencing with
Section 1500.1) and. Parts 1 and JI of Office of Management and
Budget Circular A-95.

(c) The Port may send environmental documents to the State Clearinghouse
for Review where a state agency has special expertise with regard to
the environmental impacts involved.

(d) When an EIR is submitted to the State Clearinghouse, the review period
set by the Port shall be at. least as long as the period provided in
the state review system operated by the State Clearinghouse. In
exceptional circumstances, the Port may request the State Clearing-
house to set shorter review periods.

15162. FAILURE  TO COM\IENT. If any public agency or person who is consulted with
regard to an EIR or Negative Declaration fails to comment within. a reason-
able time as specified by the Port it shall be assumed, absent a request
for a specific extension of time, that such agency or person has no comment
to make.

15163. AVAILABILITY OF ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTS. 

(a) The Port, after preparing an EIR or other environmental doctmentdes-
cribed in these Guidelines, shall keep said documents on file and
available for public inspection for a minimum period of three years
at the Port offices, 66 Jack London Square, which address shall be
given in the final FIR. Members of the general public requesting
copies of any document or comment shall be charged for the cost of
reproducing the copies.

(b) The Port should file draft EIRs in appropriate public library systems
in order to improve public access to the draft EIR.

15164. PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION. While CEQA does not require formal public hearings at
any stage of the environmental review procedure,it is a widely accepted
desireable goal of this process to encourage public participation. The Port,
with these Guidelines, has provided for wide public involvement, formal and
informal,-and encourages any public input, adverse or favorable, based on
environmental issues.

15165. PUBLIC MEETINGS. As all regular meetings of the Board of Port Commissioners
are open to the public, consideration and review of an EIR or Negative Dec-
laration by the Board will always take place at a public meeting. In special
circumstances such as major projects involving substantial community concern,
special public meetin gs may be required to insure adequate input from the pub-
lic. A decision to hold a special meeting shall be made by the Executive
Director in consideration of any special circumstances, and the Board will
thereafter set the date for a public meeting for which notice shall be given
in a newspaper of the City Of Oakland with a wide circulation at least ten
(10) days prior to the date of the meeting. Any significant cements received
at the public meeting, which may be continued. as required to allow adequate
time for public participation, shall be incorporated into the final EIR in
the same manner as comments received in the ordinary review process. Any
special public meeting may be combined with the Board's regular meeting, and
may be held during the period provided for review and comment of the draft
EIR.
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15166. RETENTION  AND AVAILABILITY OF CW1ENTS AND OTHER ENVIRO=TAL DOCU1',ENTS.
The Port shall maintain orderly tiles of comments received through the
consultation and review process for a minimum period of three years after
Port approval of the project.

15167. COMMENTS ON INITIATIVE OE THE PORT.  The Port may comment on environmental
• documents dealing with projects which affect resources with which the Port

has special expertise regardless of whether its comments were solicited.



APPENDIX F

ENERGY CONSERVATION

I. INTRODUCTION,

The goal of conserving energy implies the wise and efficient use
of energy. The means of achieving this goal include:

(1) decreasing overall per capita energy consumption,

(2) decreasing reliance on natural gas and oil, and

(3) increasing reliance on renewable energy sources.

In order to assure that energy implications are considered in
project decisions, the California Environmental Quality Act requires
that.EIRs include a discussion of the potential energy impacts of
proposed projects, with particular emphasis on avoiding or reducing
inefficient, wasteful and unnecessary consumption of energy.

Energy conservation implies that a project's cost effectiveness be
reviewed not only in dollars, but also in terms of energy require-
ments. For many projects, lifetime costs may be determined more
by energy efficiency than by initial dollar costs.

II. EIR CONTENTS.

Potentially significant energy implications of a project should be
considered in an FIR. The following list of energy impact
possibilities and potential conservation measures is designed to
assist in the preparation of an EIR. In many instances specific- .items may not apply or additional items may be needed.

A. Project Description may include the following items:

1. Energy consuming equipment and processes which will be
used during construction, operation and/or removal of the project.
If appropriate, this discussion should consider the energy inten-
siveness of materials and equipment required for the project.

2. Total energy requirements of the project by fuel type
and end UEC.

3. Energy conservation equipment and design features.

4. Initial and life-cycle energy costs or supplies.

B. Environmental Setting may include existing energy supplies
and energy use patterns in the region and locality.

C. Environmental Impacts may include:

1. The project's energy requirements and its energy use
efficiencies by amount and fuel type for each stage of the. project's
life cycle including construction, operation, maintenance and/or
removal. If appropriate, the energy intensiveness of materials
may be discussed.

'2. The effects of the project on local and .regional
- energy supplies and on requirements for additional capacity.

3. The effects of the project on peak and base, period
demands for electricity and other forms of energy.



A. The degree to onich the project complies with existing
energy standards.

5. The effects of the project on energy resources.

D.: Mitigation Measures may include:

1. Potential measures to reduce wasteful, inefficient and
unnecessary consumption of ener gy during construction, operation,
maintenance and/or removal. The discussion should explain why
certain measures were incorporated in the project and why other
measures were dismissed.

2. The potential of siting,orientation, and design to minimize.
energy consumption.

3. The potential for reducing peak energy demand.

4. Alternate fuels (particularly renewable ones) or energy
systems,

5. Energy conservation which could result from recycling
efforts.

E. Alternatives should be compared in terms of overall energy
consumption and in terms of reducing, wasteful, inefficient and
unnecessary conswnpL,ion of energy.

F. Unavoidable Adverse Effects may include wasteful, inefficient
and unnecessary consumption . of energy during the project construction,
operation, maintenance and/or removal that cannot be feasibly
mitigated.

G. Irreversible- Commitment of -Resources may include a discussion
of how the project preempts future energy development or future
energy conservation.

H. Short-Term Gains versus Long-Term Impacts can be compared
by calculating the energy costs over the lifetime of the project.

S. Growth Inducing Effects may include the estimated energy
consumption of growth induced by the project. 	 .



APPENDIX

SIGNIFICANT EFFECTS

A project will normally have a significant effect on the
environment if it will:

(a) Conflict, with adopted environthental plans and goals of the•
community where it is located;

(b) Have a substantial, demonstrable negative aesthetic effect;

(c) Substantially affect a rare or endangered species of animal
or plant or the habitat of the species;

(d) Interfere substantially with the movement of any resident
or migratory fish or wildlife species;

(e) Breach published national, state, or local standards relating
to solid waste or litter control;

(f) Substantially degrade water quality;

(g) Contaminate a public water supply;

(h) Substantially degrade or deplete ground water resources;

(i) Interfere substantially with ground water recharge;

(j) Disrupt or alter an archaeological site over 200 years old,
an historic site or a paleontological site except as part of a
scientific . study of the site;

(k) Induce substantial growth or concentration of population;

(1) Cause an increase in traffic which is substantial in
relation to the existing traffic load and capacity of the street
system;

(m) Displace a large number of people;

(n) Encourage activities which result in the use of large.
:amounts of fuel or energy;

(o) Use fuel or energy in a wasteful manner;

(p) Increase substantially the ambient noise levels for
adjoining areas;

(q) Cause substantial flooding, erosion or siltation;

(r) Expose people or structures to major geologic hazards;

(s) Extend a sewer trunk line with capacity to ..serve new
development;

(t) Substantially diminish habitat for fish, wildlife or
plants;

(u) Disrupt or divide the physical arrangement-of an
established community;

(v) Create a public health hazard or a potential public health
hazard;

.Conflict with established re creational, educational, religious
or scientific uses of the area; er,

(x) Violate any ambient air quality standard, contribute
substantially to an existing or projected air quality violation,
or expose sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant concentratinns.
