PORT ORDINANCE NO. 2433

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE
EXECUTION OF A LEASE OPTION
AGREEMENT AND LEASE WITH GROWTH
PROPERTIES.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. That certain Lease Option Agreement dated
the 16th day of February, 1982, between the CITY OF OAKLAND, a
municipal corporation, acting by and through this Board, as
Optionor, and GROWTH PROPERTIES, a California general
partnership, as Optionee, whereby the Port grants to Optionee
separate options for a period of twelve ()2) months commencing
thirty (30) days from and after final adoption of this ordinance
to enter into a Lease or supplemental lease with the Port for
Parcel A and Parcel B, and whereby the Port and Optionee acquire
mutual option rights for Optionee to enter into a supplemental
lease with the Port for Parcel C for a period commencing after
Optionee's exercise of its option for Parcel A and after
contingent termination of an existing lease option held by
another party for Parcel C and terminating January 1, 1983 (the
form and content of said Lease and said supplemental leases
being attached as Exhibits "3", "4" and "6" to and incorporated
into said Lease Option Agreement), said options being subject to
timely occurrence of specified events including Optionee's
monthly option payments, (commencing thirty (30) days from and
after final adoption of this ordinance) of $3,632.32 for Parcel
A and of $3,216.91 for Parcel B and (commencing upon notice to
Optionee of termination of the existing option on Parcel C) of
$1,076.50 for Parcel C, said Parcel A covering approximately
3.27 acres of unimproved land, said Parcel B covering
approximately 2.95 acres of partially improved land and said
Parcel C covering approximately 1.0174 acres of unimproved land,
all located on the east side of Embarcadero, in the Inner Harbor
Area, which said real property is located in the "Port Area" in
the City of Oakland, County of Alameda, State of California,
said Lease and supplemental leases requiring Lessee to construct
upon the demised premises and off of the demised premises
certain improvements (consisting of office buildings and
restaurants and associated parking facilities and roadway
improvements) for office, retail and restaurant use, and
requiring that Lessee thereafter maintain and operate said
improvements as a first-class, high-quality complex, and,
permitting Lessee at Lessee's option to subdivide portions of

the premises into leasehold condominiums, said Lease being for a
term of 50 years commencing upon the first day of the calendar
month next succeeding the date that the Port by resolution
acknowledges Optionee's proper exercise of the option to enter
into said Lease, at a monthly rental during construction of said
improvements of $3,632.32 for Parcel A, $3,216.91 for Parcel B,
and $1,076.50 for Parcel C and an initial minimum monthly rental
thereafter of $7,264.63 for Parcel A, $6,433.81 for Parcel B,
and $2,153.00 for Parcel C (subject to adjustment at the end of
each five-year period of the lease term) together with
percentage rentals specified in said Lease, and otherwise upon
the terms and conditions specified in said Lease, is hereby
ratified, confirmed and approved.

Section 2. The President of the Board of Port
Commissioners is hereby authorized to execute and the Secretary
to attest said Lease Option Agreement,

Section 3. Upon the Board's acknowledgment by
resolution of Optionee's proper exercise of the option as to
Parcel A and Parcel B, and upon Optionee's proper exercise of
its option as to Parcel C, as provided in the Lease Option
Agreement, the President of the Board of Port Commissioners (or
such other officer as may be designated by the Board) is hereby
authorized to execute and the Secretary to attest said Lease,
and, as may be appropriate, said supplemental leases.

Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect 30 days
from and after its final adoption and upon proper exercise of
said option and upon execution and acknowledgment of said Lease,
the .Port Attorney is hereby authorized and directed to record
said Lease.

PORT ORDINANCE NO. 2430

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AN AGREE-
MENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA
FOR PURCHASE OF CERTAIN REAL
PROPERTY LOCATED ADJACENT TO
DOOLITTLE DRIVE AND AUTHORIZING
THE EXECUTION THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Port Commissioners hereby
determines that that certain real property hereinafter
described, owned by the City of Oakland and under the jurisdic-
tion and control of said Board, has become unnecessary for port
purposes or harbor development.

Section 2. The terms and conditions of that certain
Right of Way Contract-State Highway, dated the 5th day of
January, 1982, between this Board, as grantor, and the STATE OF
CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, as grantee, by which
the Port agrees to sell and grantee agrees to purchase the said
real property, subject to the terms and conditions therein set
forth, for a purchase price in the sum of $93,800.00, are hereby
approved.

Section 3. The President of the Board of Port Commis-
sioners is hereby authorized to execute and the Secretary of
said Board to attest said contract.

Section 4. In the event that the said grantee pur-
chases the said real property in accordance with the terms and
conditions of said contract, upon payment of the said purchase
price, a Grant Deed therefor, being STATE OF CALIFORNIA Document
No. 46787, shall be executed by the President of the Board of
Port Commissioners on behalf of the City of Oakland and the
Secretary of said Board shall attest the signature of the
President of the Board; and such Grant Deed, when so signed and
attested, acknowledged and sealed with the official seal of the
Board, shall be deemed duly executed by the City of Oakland.

Secton 5. Said real property is situated in the "Port
Area" of the City of Oakland, County of Alameda, State of Cali-
fornia, and is more particularly described as follows:



PARCEL 46787-1(SL4a) 

A strip of land which varies in width
from 40-44 feet wide, partly in the City of
Oakland and partly in the City of San
Leandro and which is contiguous to and
southwesterly of the existing southwestern
right of way line of Doolittle Drive, 66
feet in width, said road formerly known as
Bayshore Boulevard, also known as a portion
of County Road No. 1434, said strip extends
northwesterly approximately 3,020 feet from
the northern line of Eden Road and being
more particularly described as follows:

COMMENCING at the monument known as
"DOD-ANGLE" set at an angle point on the
centerline of said Doolittle Drive which is
distant thereon North 43°40'15" West 3924.37
feet from the monument at Davis Street known
as "DOD-DAV", said monument DOD-ANGLE having
the coordinates x = 1509667.84 feet and y =
450121.18 feet based on the California
Coordinate System, Zone 3, as are all bear-
ings and distances in this description, last
said monument is opposite the construction
centerline, designated DL Line, Station 45 +

East 3018.236 feet to its intersection with
the northern line of Eden Road, 50 feet in
width; thence along last said line South
70°59'02" West 126.222 feet to a point of
cusp, said point being on a tangent curve,
concave to the west with a radius of 50
feet; thence northerly along the arc of said
curve through a central angle of 113°42' for
an arc distance of 99.22 feet to a point on
the new southwestern line of Doolittle
Drive; thence along last said line the
following six courses: North 42°42'58" West
231.809 feet to a point on a line parallel
with and 53 feet southwesterly of the DL
Line, opposite Station 72 + 50; North



43°40'15" West 1620 feet to a point opposite
Station 56 + 30, North 45°01'07" West
170.047 feet to a point on a line parallel
with and 57 feet southwesterly of said DL
Line, opposite Station 54 + 60; North
43°40'15" West 520 feet to a point opposite
Station 49 + 40: North 42°21'41" West
175.046 feet to a point on a line parallel
with and 53 feet southwesterly of said DL
Line opposite Station 47 + 65 and North
43°40'15" West 196.019 feet to the intersec-
tion of the southwesterly prolongation of
the southeastern line of the hereinabove
referred to Cannizzaro parcel (8729 OR 451);

A temporary slope and drainage ease-
