AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 2, 3, 10.5,
10.12 OF AND ADDING SECTION 10.13 TO PORT
ORDINANCE NO. 1149 RELATING TO CHARGES FOR
USE OF FACILITIES AT METROPOLITAN OAKLAND
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. Section 2 of Port Ordinance No. 1149 hereby
is amended to read as follows:

"Section 2. Except as provided in
Sections 3, 5 and 7 of this ordinance, or
by a written agreement between the Port
and an Airline Operator, the following
landing fees and operation charges are
hereby established for each aircraft using
the landing areas, including the helicop-
ter landing areas, at the Airport:

"a. For aircraft, other than those
described in Subsection c of this Section
2, having a maximum gross landing weight
of less than 12,500 pounds, $12.31 per
landing;

"b. For aircraft, other than those
described in Subsection c of this Section
2, having a maximum gross landing weight
of 12,500 pounds or more, the rate shall
be 98.5; per 1,000 pounds.

"Notwithstanding the provisions of
Section 2a hereinabove set forth, the
landing fees and operation charges for
aircraft operated by an air carrier certi-
ficated by the Civil Aeronautics Board or
a scheduled intrastate carrier certifica-
ted by the Public Utilities Commission of
the state of California shall be 98.5; per
1,000 pounds of maximum gross landing
weight per aircraft regardless of the
total weight of the aircraft, except as
set forth hereinafter in Section 2c.

"c. For aircraft operated by Airline
Operators who lease or license space from
the Port in the airline terminal complex
the rate shall be 85; per 1,000 pounds."



Section 2, Section 3 of Port Ordinance No. 1149 hereby
is amended to read as follows:

"Section 3. A landing fee shall not
be assessed against any aircraft making an
emergency return to the Airport not having
landed at another airport. The landing
fee and operation charge for each non-
revenue producing flight, including but
not limited to training and familiariza-
tion flights, of aircraft operated by an
air carrier certificated by the Civil
Aeronautics Board or a scheduled intra-
state air carrier certificated by the Pub-
lic Utilities Commission of the State of
California, are hereby established at
42.5(p for each 1,000 pounds of maximum
gross landing weight per aircraft landed."

Section 3,	 Section 10.5 of Port Ordinance No. 1149
hereby is amended to read as follows:

"Section 10.5. Each Airline Opera-
tor, including but not limited to those
engaged in the regularly scheduled, non-
scheduled, charter and supplemental car-
riage of passengers, shall pay to the Port
for the use of the sterile concourse se-
curity enforcement facilities at the Air-
port terminal building a sum equal to
$0.19 per passenger enplaning at the Air-
port on flights operated by the Airline
Operator and utilizing said sterile con-
course security enforcement facilities."

Section 4.	 Section 10.12 of Port Ordinance N . 1149
hereby is amended to read as follows:

"Section 10.12. All Airline Opera-
tors who are preferentially assigned the
use of a ticketing unit and associated
jetway gate in the second level of the
Airport Terminal Finger Building (M-103)
shall pay to the Port a second level use
fee in the sum of $5,904.00 per month for
each unit and associated jetway gate so
assigned. Such assignment shall not in-
clude any specific seating areas, but
shall include the right for assignee's
passengers to use any of the common seat-
ing areas in said second level. The Air-
port Manager shall have the right to
secondarily assign any such ticketing unit
and associated jetway gate to another Air-
line Operator, provided that such secon-
dary assignee's use of said ticketing unit
and associated jetway gate does not unrea-
sonably interfere with the use of the pre-
ferential assignee. The use fee for such
secondary use by Airline Operators who

lease or license other space from the Port
in the airline terminal complex for the
specific purpose of accommodating passen-
gers shall be the sum of $25.00 per opera-
tion. The use fee for such secondary use
by Airline Operators who do not lease or
license other space from the Port in the
airline terminal complex for accommodating
of passengers shall be the sum of $50.00
per operation. For the purposes of this
section, each enplanement or deplanement
of the same aircraft shall constitute a
separate operation. Said secondary use
fees shall be billed and collected by the
Port, and upon collection of twenty per-
cent (20%) thereof shall be credited
monthly against the preferential assig-
nee's monthly use fee; provided that in
no event shall the credit to said primary
assignee in any month from such secondary
use exceed the amount of the primary assi-
gnee's monthly use fee for such ticketing
unit and associated jetway gate. In the
event a preferential assignee is unable to
use the unit and jetway gate preferential-
ly assigned to it by reason of the gate
being temporarily inoperable, and if in
such event said preferential assignee is
required to use another unit and jetway
gate in said second level of Building
M-103, said preferential assignee shall
not be assessed an additional secondary
use fee for such use.

"For the purpose of this Section
10.12, a preferential assignment shall
give the assignee the right to a preferen-
tial nonexclusive use of a certain ticket-
ing unit and associated jetway gate in the
said second level of the Airport Terminal
Finger Building (M-103) on a month-to-
month basis, together with the right to
utilize for its passengers using said unit
and gate, the common seating areas in said
second level. For the purposes of this
Section 10.12, a secondary assignment
shall give the assignee the right to
secondary use of a certain ticketing unit
and jetway gate in said second level for a
period specified, such right being subor-
dinate to the prior rights of the prefer-
ential assignee, together with the right
to utilize for its passengers using said
unit and gate, the common seating areas in
said second level. Secondary assignments
of said second level units and gates shall
not constitute a leasing or licensing of
space from the Port for the purposes of
Section 10.3, subsection a, of this Port
Ordinance No. 1149."
