SPECIALIZED SERVICES THAT ARE TEMPORARY IN NATURE, WAIVING
STANDARD BIDDING PROCEDURES AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF
AGREEMENT.

RESOLVED that based upon the information contained in Board Agenda
Report Item No. 0-6, dated December 18, 2008 (herein the "Agenda Report"),
the Board of Port Commissioners (herein the "Board") hereby finds and
determines that the proposed agreement with CERIDIAN EMPLOYER SERVICES for
payroll processing services will constitute an agreement for obtaining
professional, technical and specialized services that are temporary in nature
and that it is in the best interest of the Port to secure such services from
CERIDIAN EMPLOYER SERVICES without standard bidding; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves and authoriz.es the
executior, for and on behalf of the Board of said agreement, upon terms and
condi tions consistent with the Agenda Report and providing that CERIDIAN
EMPLOYER SERVICES shall be compensated for such services, including costs of
miscellaneous reimbursable expenses, at a maximum compensation that shall not
exceed $285,000; and be it

create or constitute (a) a contract, or the grant of any right, entitlement
or property interest, or (b) any obligation or liability on the part of the
Board or any officer or employee of the Board. This resolution app~oves and
authorizes the execution of an agreement in accordance with the terms of this
resolution.
