PORT ORDINANCE 4103

ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A
FOURTH AMENDMENT TO LEASE WITH NATIONAL RAILROAD
PASSENGER CORPORATION.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners (“Board”) of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. The Board hereby approves and authorizes execution of
a Fourth Amendment to Lease (“Agreement”) to that certain Lease between
the Port and NATIONAL RAILROAD PASSENGER CORPORATION (AMTRAK), as
Lessee, to extend the Lease for an additional five years with one
additional b5-year option to extend and containing the terms and
conditions as more fully set forth in Agenda Report C-1, dated June
16, 2009, and further provided that the Agreement may be subsequently
revised pursuant to resolution or ordinance adopted by this Board, and
upon such standard terms and conditions as specified in the Agreement
and approved by the Executive Director and the Port Attorney as to
form and legality.

Section 2. The Executive Director is hereby authorized to execute
said Agreement.

Section 3. The Board hereby finds and determines that this
project has Dbeen determined to Dbe categorically exempt from
requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and
the Port CEQA Guidelines pursuant to Class 1 of Guidelines Section
15301 (p) .

Section 4. This ordinance is not evidence of and does not create
or constitute (a) a contract, agreement or the grant of any right,
entitlement or property interest, or (b) any obligation or liability on
the part of the Board or any officer or employee of the Board. This
ordinance approves and authorizes the execution of said Agreement 1in
accordance with the terms of this ordinance. Unless and until a
separate written Agreement is duly executed on behalf of the Board as
authorized by this ordinance, is signed and approved as to form and
legality by the Port Attorney, and is delivered to Lessee, there shall
be no valid or effective Agreement.

ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A
MULTI-YEAR LICENSE AND CONCESSION AGREEMENT WITH
BUSINESS JET CENTER OAKLAND, L.P.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Port Commissioners (“Board”) of
the City of Oakland as follows:

Section 1. The Board hereby approves a Multi-Year License and
Concession Agreement between the CITY OF OAKLAND, a municipal
corporation, acting by and through the Board, as Lessor, and BUSINESS
JET CENTER OAKLAND, L.P., (“Licensee”), for approximately 21,644 square
feet of hangar, office, shop, apron and auto parking in and North
Airport, Oakland, California, at the rent propecsed and as otherwise
upon the terms and conditions set forth in Agenda Report A-Z, dated June
2, 2009, and such standard terms and conditions as specified in the
Multi-Year License and Concession Agreement and approved by the
Executive Director.

Section 2. The Executive Director is hereby authorized to execute
said Multi-Year License and Concession Agreement.

Section 3. The Board hereby finds and determines that the proposed
Multi-Year License and Concession Agreement 1s exempt from the

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

On March 17, 2009, by Resolution No. 09030, the Board of Port Commissioners (Board)
approved the draft Plans and Project Manual, and authorized the Executive Director to
award a contract for the above Work based on formal sealed bids if the lowest responsible
responsive bid did not exceed the amounts authorized by the Board; in this case, those
amounts were $15,000,000 (Base Bid Price) and $28,000,000 (Total Bid Price).

The Total Bid Price was comprised of the Work included in the Base Bid Price plus the
Work associated with Alternate A, Alternate B, and Alternate C. These alternates included
reconstructing air cargo aprons and tug ramps with Portland Cement Concrete (PCC), and
constructing a structural concrete retaining wall to improve the Terminal 1 baggage make-
up area and provide increased working area. The Engineer's Estimate for the Total Bid
Price was revised downward to $20,500,000 based on lower costs experienced in other
recent Port construction bids.

On May 7, 2009, the Secretary of the Board received ten formal bids for the above Work.
Immediately prior to opening the bids, the Port circulated a letter to the attendees informing
them that the apparent low bidder will be determined based on the Total Base Bid Price +
Alternate A + Alternate B + Alternate C, which constituted the Total Bid Price. Bid results
for the Total Bid Price ranged from $14,143,060 to $25,596,925 (corrected).

The lowest responsible responsive bid for the Total Bid Price was submitted by Gallagher
& Burk, Inc., and did not exceed the amount approved by the Board. Accordingly, on
May 28, 2009, the Executive Director approved the award of a contract for the Work that
comprised the Total Bid Price to Gallagher & Burk, Inc., for their Total Bid Price amount of

$14,143,060. A copy of the memo approving contract award is attached for informational
purposes.
