SUMMARY

This report provides an update on the status of business development activity within the
Hegenberger Road corridor area of the City of Oakland.

FISCAL IMPACT

This is an informational report; as such fiscal impacts are not included.

BACKGROUND

Staff from the Community and Economic Development Agency (CEDA) have been asked to
provide information on the current status of various business development activities in the
Hegenberger Corridor area, extending roughly from the Coliseum BART station to the Oakland
Airport. The following discussion focuses on current streetscape improvement projects, current
and projected retail activity, including automotive dealerships, and the state of hotel capacity and
expansion. This status report summarizes a few of the key points in these topic areas, and is not
meant to be a comprehensive account of every type of ongoing business activity.

KEY ISSUES AND IMPACTS

Streetscape Improvements:

The City of Oakland and the Oakland Redevelopment Agency strategically fund streetscape
improvement projects, which are designed to foster a climate conducive to economic
development by abating blighted conditions and enhancing infrastructure in targeted areas. The
efforts listed here largely abut areas targeted for retail and hotel development. Once underway,
streetscape projects generate requests for façade and tenant improvement support, which the City
works to facilitate. The Coliseum Redevelopment Area, which includes the Hegenberger
Corridor, has been the site of a number of projects under the umbrella of the joint Airport
Gateway Streetscape Projects. This list includes:

• Hegenberger East including landscaping, ornamental lighting, palm trees and banners.
This project is in its final stages, with completion expected in December 2007.

• Coliseum Transit Hub, where the City, Redevelopment Agency and BART are jointly
funding the first stage of infrastructure improvements for this emerging transit village,
including pedestrian links and utility undergrounding. This phase, which lays the
infrastructure groundwork for later Transit Hub development activity, is nearly complete.

• Doolittle Drive and Airport Access Road are projects undertaken jointly by the Cities of
Oakland and San Leandro, the Port of Oakland, and the Alameda County Transit
Authority. The Doolittle Drive effort is led by the City of San Leandro, with completion
expected in February 2008, while the City of Oakland leads the Airport Access Road
facet, with completion planned for December 2007.

• South Coliseum Way from Hegenberger Road to the south entrance of the McAfee
Coliseum, will include ornamental streetlights, decorative banners and trees. Project
design began in July 2007 and construction is due to begin in 2008.

• Edes Avenue, from Hegenberger to 85 th Avenue, will be the site of improvements which
include landscaped sidewalks, ornamental streetlights, decorative banners and trees.
Project design began in July 2007 and construction is due to begin in 2008.

Retail Development:

The Hegenberger Corridor has long been a target for retail development in the City of Oakland.
Significant progress has been seen in recent years towards achieving this goal. Emerging retail
developments in the area include:

• The Hegenberger Gateway Shopping Center continues to show brisk sales since its
August 2005 opening. Anchored by Oakland's first Wal-Mart store, other tenants include
Starbucks, In-N-Out Burger, and Electronics Boutique. City staff are working to recruit a
family-style restaurant to the center.

• Plans continue for the development of the Coliseum Shopping Center at the former
HomeBase site. Completion of construction of this 162,000 square foot retail site is
projected for the end of 2009, and staff continue to facilitate discussions between the
property owner and potential anchor tenants,

• Over the past several years a number of Automotive Dealerships have opened or
expanded in this area, including Coliseum Lexus, Infiniti of Oakland, Suzuki of Oakland,
and Bob Dron Harley-Davidson. Redevelopment Agency staff continue to work on other
in-fill auto retail possibilities, including the potential relocation of Toyota of Alameda.
In addition, the Redevelopment Agency has acquired a 3.63 acre parcel, facing 1-880,
which it is marketing to other potential dealerships.

Hotel Development:

The continuing expansion of the Oakland International Airport has created increased demand for
hotel capacity, particularly for suite-style accommodations serving business travelers. To begin
filling this need, 173 new rooms have either recently opened or are currently under construction.
Twenty-six rooms were added during the recent expansion of the Holiday Inn Express on Airport
Access Road, bringing its total inventory to 99 rooms, with a variety of new amenities for
business guests. A new Holiday Inn, currently under construction on nearby Port of Oakland
land on Hegenberger Road, will provide 147 new rooms.

City staff have identified other area sites which could he developed for lodging, including the
recently purchased 500 Hegenberger Road site, and a designated Brownfields site next to the
current Courtyard by Marriott hotel, among other potential locations which could serve the
growing demand.

SUSTAINABLE OPPORTUNITIES

Economic: The projects described in this report could generate significant tax revenue, produce
new jobs, and increase nearby land values by obviating blighted conditions and bringing business
activity to currently vacant land and buildings.

Environmental: While the projects discussed in this report do not create direct environmental
benefits, streetscape improvements promote a more beautiful urban landscape and help facilitate
related goals such as litter abatement.

Social Equity: The projects described in this report would generate a range of jobs
that are accessible to Oakland residents with a wide range of educational backgrounds.

DISABILITY AND SENIOR CITIZEN ACCESS

This report does not involve the approval of any specific projects or programs. Disability and
senior access issues would be addressed when specific development plans are submitted to the
City by a developer for review and approval.
